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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the factors affecting the decision in entering the entertainment of
teenagers in high school in Bangkok Educational Service Area Office 1, and compare the factors affecting the decision to enter the
entertainment of teenagers in high school in Bangkok Educational Service Area Office 1 by teenagers character and parents data.
Samples comprised 317 high school students. The instrument was questionnaire. The data were analyzed by programmed
computer. The statistic composed of frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way analysis of variance and
Scheffe” test.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The teenagers in high school had the opinion about the factors affecting the decision in entering the
entertainment of teenagers in high school in total at a high level. If considerate each item were at a high level in every item,
arranged from high to low, as follows: the remuneration, the qualifications of a person, and the opportunity of advancement.

2. The teenagers in high school were not different in gender, education level, and monthly income of parent both
in total and each item.

3. The teenagers in high school were different in education level of parent had different in total and every item
of the opinion about the factors affecting the decision in entering the entertainment of teenagers in high school at .05 significant

statistic.
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
